Paper formatting conventions for the International Scientific Symposium

MODELING OF STRUCTURES

13 – 15 November 2008

Language: English.

Document format: MS Word format (.doc).

Page size: A4 (297 × 210 mm).

Font: Times New Roman.

Page margins: top: 4.7 cm; bottom: 4.7 cm; left: 3.7 cm; and right: 3.7 cm.

The first page should contain abstract, all information on the paper and its authors. On top of page, write the title (maximum 12 words) in CAPITALS, font size: 13, bold, centered; next, write authors' names in Title Case, font size: 11, centered; then abstract (maximum 150 words) with line spacing: single, font size: 10, alignment: justified; then key words (4 – 7); and finally authors' data (see the template).

Headings in text: font size: 11, bold, Title Case, left-aligned.

Second-level headings: font size: 11, bold, left-aligned.

Text: font size: 10, line spacing: 1.5, alignment: justified, avoid using abbreviations, all paragraphs without first-line indentation.

Total number of pages for paper: even, from 6 to 14 pages.

Use up the entire space on pages, do not leave any blank areas.

Figures (photos) should be in high quality.

Equations: centered, with numbering on the right margin.

Figure (table) captions should be positioned in the center below each figure (table).

References: minimum four references, ordered by first authors' last names.

Conclusion ending the paper is obligatory and it should precede the list of references.

The paper should be sent by e-mail (use the last name of first author as the document name: lastname.doc), and submitted as a hard copy and file recorded on a CD. Hard copy should be printed on only one side per sheet. On the back side of each sheet, page numbers should be written manually.
